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The gospel of today gives us another 

interesting story of how people       

grappled with the person of Jesus. The 

blind man represents many of us who 

are in search of truth in our lives. Like 

the Samaritan woman in last Sundayôs 

gospel, it took the blind man a while to 

understand who Jesus was but once he 

knew him, he would not allow anyone 

to intimidate him from professing the name of Jesus. He 

spoke freely about Jesus even when His life and security 

were threatened.  
 

The gospel-drama began with the disciples asking Jesus 

whom to blame for the manôs blindness. The Jews often 

associate suffering with sin. There is the Old Testament 

idea that the sin of the father is visited on the son. For  

instance Exodus 20:5; Numbers 14:18 say: ñI the Lord I 

am a jealous God who visits the sins of the father on his 

children unto the third or fourth generation.ò Jesus did not 

answer the question of the disciples but says rather that 

Godôs glory can manifest even in suffering. His miracle 

becomes a sign of the power and glory of God. The fact 

that Jesus restored sight to this man is a proof that He is of 

God and indeed He is God.   
 

The blind man knew his condition and needed help so  

Jesus helped him to see. The Pharisees who claimed they 

could see, failed to recognize the power of God in what 

Jesus did and so remained in darkness. They were the real 

blind ones. And for them, the light that Christ brought  

becomes useless. Jesus is the light of the world (John 1:9; 

8:12) but many preferred darkness and would not follow 

him. Many times we are like the Pharisees, spiritually 

blind people. We often fail to see the hand of God in the 

little events of our lives. We are very quick to look for 

whom to blame when we are in trouble. We fail to even 

see the many ways God is blessing us. 

Another lesson to learn from the gospel is that the journey 

of faith is a gradual one. We have to take one step at a 

time. The blind man did not recognize the full person of 

Christ all at once. He moved from seeing Jesus as a good 

man, to being a prophet, and finally to being the Lord, the 

Messiah.  He was truly enlightened by Christ. In       

recognition of who Jesus was, he worshipped Him. Our 

faith must lead us to worship Christ. It must lead us to 

become his disciples who are willing to share the light of 

Christ with others.  

 

Lord we pray today that you open the eyes of our heart so 

that we might see you and glorify the Father in you.  

Amen.
