On this eighth day of the resurrection of 
Jesus, we celebrate the peace and mercy 

of God. In the gospel today, St. John gave 

us his own account of the appearance of 

Jesus to his disciples. There Jesus offered 

his greatest gifts to us: His peace and 

mercy. By offering his peace and mercy, 

Jesus seem to suggest that we cannot be 

at peace unless we are reconciled with 

God and our neighbor. The resurrection of Jesus must affect 

our way of life. It brought the disciples together as they spent 

more time in prayer and devotions and in the breaking of 

bread. They shared the communion, a meal that proclaims 

the death and resurrection of Jesus. As Jesus breathed His 

Spirit on the apostles, he gave them power to dispense of his 

mercy and forgiveness.  This is the power that the priest uses 

in the sacrament of Reconciliation. It is good to see that 

many are availing themselves of this sacrament in the parish. 

Thank God we had the assistance of Bishop Michael Fagun, 

the retired  bishop of my home diocese of Ekiti in Nigeria, on 

Holy Saturday morning, Fr. Tony and I would have sat in the        

confessional the whole day as there were many penitents! 

The Lord Jesus waits to give his mercy to those who ask for 

it. This ministry of mercy and reconciliation is part of our 

ministry as Missionaries of St. Paul and we are glad to  

exercise it.  

Talking about ministries, I want to thank all our ministers in 

the parish who worked very hard to ensure we had solemn 

and beautiful liturgies during the Holy Week and Easter  

Sunday. What a joy and blessing, to see everyone do their 

part for such a glorious celebrations! I am so very grateful 

for your generosity and devotion to giving God the near-

perfect worship that we can render as human beings. May the 

risen Lord take away our own brokenness and heal our 

wounds and help us to remain his agents of love and mercy 

to the world.   

The psalmist invites us to give thanks to God, for His mercy 

and love endures forever. In 2000, Pope John Paul II named 

the  Octave day of Easter, the Divine Mercy Sunday. This 

was in response to the plea made by Jesus to St. Faustina 

Kowalska in 1931. St. Faustina was born in Poland in 1905. 

At the age of twenty, she entered the congregation of the 

Sisters of Our Lady of Mercy and died on October 5th 1938.  

She was canonized by John Paul II on April 30 2000.  

 

The ABC of the Divine Mercy devotion is that we Ask for 

Godôs mercy; Be merciful; and Completely trust in Jesus. 

The picture or icon of the Divine Mercy has Jesus clothed in 

a white garment with his right hand raised in blessing. His 

left hand was touching his garment in the area of the heart 

from where two large rays came forth, one red and the other 
pale. The pale rays symbolize the water which cleanses and 

purifies the soul while the red rays represent the blood, 

which gives new life to the soul. There is an inscription:  

Jesus I trust in You! Peace and Mercy is what Jesus has 

brought to us.  Let us put our trust in Him and commend to 

His merciful care the many anxieties of our lives.   

Unlike the apostles who doubted the risen Lord, we are  

invited to trust and believe that He is truly risen. His  

resurrection has shown us His great mercy which gave us 

new birth to a living hope and an imperishable inheritance 

(Cf. 1Peter 1:3-6). Let us, therefore, immerse ourselves,  

families and friends into the ocean of Christôs mercy by 

praying for them today. With St Thomas, we cry out ñMy 

Lord and my Godò as we approach Jesus in the Eucharist. 

We must appreciate the real presence of Jesus in the 

Eucharist knowing that we are receiving His Body and 

Blood, soul and divinity.  In this Year of the Eucharist as 

declared by Pope John Paul II, let us cultivate a greater  

devotion to this  sacrament of our salvation.
