 What would you ask for if God 

appears to you and ask you to make a 

wish? King Solomon succeeded his father 

David as king of Israel. At the beginning 

of his reign as king, he went to Gibeon to 

offer sacrifice to the Lord. While he was 

seeking Godôs face, he dreamt of God ap-

pearing to him and asking him to make a 

single wish. He asked for wisdom. For Solomon to ask for 

wisdom shows that he was already wise. He was looking for 

the best way to serve the people that God has entrusted to his 

care so he asked God to give him wisdom to make right 

judgements.  God was pleased with this decision of Solomon 

and gave him not only wisdom but other good things. Solo-

mon became rich, famous and respected by all. Solomon 

treasured the people of God and wanted to please God in 

serving them. He sought for wisdom from God. Even though 

he was given wisdom, we know that Solomon did not keep 

using the wisdom to serve Godôs people well.  

 

 In the Gospel of Matthew, we see that the author 

also treasured God and his kingdom. As a Jew writing to 

fellow Jews, St. Matthew revered God so much that he never 

addressed Him by name. That is why he used the phrase ñthe 

Kingdom of Heavenò all through his gospel rather than ñthe 

Kingdom of Godò used by St. Mark and St. Luke.  The twen-

ty-eight chapters of the Gospel of Matthew could be struc-
tured in such a way that chapter thirteen becomes the central 

theme of his writing. This is the chapter about the kingdom 

which we have been reading for the past three weeks.  

 

 In todayôs gospel, Jesus gave three other parables 

about the kingdom of heaven. The first described the king-

dom of heaven as a treasure buried in a field. When someone 

finds the treasure, he sells everything in other to buy the 

field. The second parable described the kingdom of heaven 

as a pearl of great price. A merchant who finds the pearl sells 

everything he owned in order to purchase the pearl. In the 

two parables, the persons who discovered the treasure and 

the pearl made it their highest priority. For them, nothing 

else was more important. They sold everything else in order 

to possess the treasure or pearl. They gave all their time in 

search of this treasure. The highest good for a Christian is to 

behold the face of God in heaven. This must be our main 

focus and so we should be ready to give up everything else in 

search of the kingdom. Our greatest joy and happiness is to 

have found Christ. 

 

The third parable in todayôs gospel of the fishing net that 

gathered up good fish as well as bad is very similar to the 
parable of the wheat and the weeds that we read last Sunday. 

The church, the kingdom comprises now of both saints and 

sinners. At the end of time the perennial problem of evil in 

the world will be resolved. It is a message to trust in Godôs 

final judgment and to be patient until that time comes.  

 
 The good fish and the bad fish represent two types 

of things of superior and inferior quality. It will erroneous to 

fall into John Calvinôs form of predestination that argues that 

human beings are created this way too. Following such logic 

then, Calvinôs view is that God created us destined to either 

heaven or hell, and we cannot change our destiny. This way 

of thinking is contrary to the Catholic faith and contradicts 

the entire message of the gospel.  

 

 If we are to ask for one thing from God, will it not 

be wise for us to ask for union with him? It is in him that we 

can find our joy, our peace. This is the treasure, the pearl of 

great price that can satisfy all our longings.  

 

 Formation Towards Christian Ministry (FTCM): 
I invite parishioners to register for the second semester of 

FTCM and be part of this program beginning on August 21st 

at 7pm in McGivney Hall. It offers basic theology and spir-

itual development to Catholic adults who want to deepen 

their commitment to Jesus and more fully answer their bap-

tismal call to service as a mature disciple. The second semes-

ter will offer sessions on Catholic beliefs, Christology, and 

Sacraments. We need a minimum of 50 participants for this 

class to be held in our parish hold but I am hopeful that we 

will have over 75 participants from our parish. Those who 

have participated in this program in the past can attest to how 

it has helped them grow in their faith and boldness in sharing 

that faith with their friends and families. The registration 

forms are available in the narthex of the church, the parish 

office and in this bulletin.  

 

 Adoration, Community, Theology, and Service 

(ACTS) Retreat: To help deepen our faith, we are bring-

ing ACTS retreat to our parish. Two ACTS retreats are 

scheduled in Spanish (one for men and one for women) this 

August. An ACTS weekend is designed to help the re-

treatants enter into a new or deeper relationship with our 

Lord and fellow parishioners. This is accomplished through 

Adoration and daily prayer, the call to Community in oneôs 

parish as a member of the Body of Christ, and Theology in 

encouraging the study of scripture and our Catholic faith; all 

of which emphasize and encourage the virtue of Service to 

our Lord, our parish, and one another. ACTS retreat in Eng-

lish will be planned for our parish in 2018.

PASTORAL COUNCIL: NOW ACCEPTING NOMINATIONS 
 
 
 

Beginning this week and continuing through September 1st, 2017, our parish community will be nominating individuals to be 

considered for membership on our parishôs Pastoral Council. The actual selection is a ñDiscernment Processò which will take 

place on Sunday, September 17th, 2017 at 2:30 P.M. 
 

 

HOW IT WORKS 
 

Pastoral Councils are formed through an open selection process. Diocesan guidelines indicate that Council members must: 

 

1. Be registered in the parish 

2. Have demonstrated a commitment to the parish community 

3. Be in full communion with the Catholic Church 

4. Commit themselves to spiritual growth 

5. Commit themselves to skills development as part of the Christian leadership process 

6. Be willing to commit the necessary time and energy to offer effective consultation 

7. Be determined by the parish community (In addition, the Pastor may supplement the Council by appointing other      

members for balanced representation. The number of such appointments may not exceed one-third of the number of the 

members selected by the parish community.) 

 

Leadership is determined by each Council by its own appropriate process. Leadership should include a Chairperson and     

Vice-Chairperson. Each Council is to develop its own organizational and functional guidelines. 

 

The Pastor must preside at all Council meetings, participate in its activities, and seek counsel on matters affecting the life of 

the parish. He is to ensure that the Council is representative of the whole parish and assist in the formation of the  members. 

He is to assist in the preparation of agendas. When the Pastor leaves the parish or dies, all formal activity of the Pastoral  

Council ceases until a new Pastor or administrator reconvenes the Council. 

 
The Pastoral Council possesses a consultative vote only and is governed by norms determined by the Diocesan Bishop. In  

cases of non-acceptance of counsel by the Pastor for whatever reason, appeals may be made to the Diocesan Bishop or his  

designee for clarification, consideration, or arbitration. 

 

The principle of representation flows from the truth that all parishioners have the gifts of the Holy Spirit ñaccording to the 

measure of their faith.ò The Council, then, ought to be a true sign of the Spiritôs diverse gifts to the entire parish community. 

To achieve this, it will need a sufficient number of women and men of all age, ethnic, and socioeconomic groups. Otherwise, it 

would be a false sign of what the parish is.  

 

However, the Council also needs people who are creative, have time to serve, and the willingness to grow. This means that the 

principle of representation is modified by the need for other gifts. 

 

Our Pastoral Council has developed a ñMission Statement.ò This is a statement of ñwho we are as a parish and what we have 

come to believe about being Catholic Christians in the world today. Finally, it is a reflection of ñwhat we are called to do as a 

parishé What is our purpose?ò 

 

Our Pastoral Council meets on the 4th Thursday of each month (except July) from 7:00ð9:00 P.M. in the office conference 

room for prayer and dialogue. All parishioners are welcome; an agenda is followed and allows during ñOpen Forumò an     

opportunity for individual parishioners to address their concerns to the parish in a structured way.
