We have begun our Lenten  

observances. This period recalls the 

forty days that Jesus spent in the  

desert. It is a time of intense prayer, 

fasting, and almsgiving. It is also a 

time of penance when we mortify  

ourselves for the purpose of becoming 

better Christians. Lent provides an 

opportunity for us to look at ourselves 

and how God looks at us, and then see how we can       

become better followers of Christ. The first Sunday of 

Lent gives the account of the temptation of Jesus. The first 

three gospels - Matthew, Mark and Luke - place the   

temptation of Jesus right after his baptism in the River 

Jordan. At the baptism of the Lord, the heavens were 

opened and a voice cried out ñthis is my Son, the Beloved, 

my favor rests on him (Matthew 3:17; Mark 1:11; Luke 

3:22). That was a great moment in the life of Jesus.      

Following that elated moment, Jesus was led to the      

wilderness to be tempted! (Matthew 4:1-11; Luke 4:1-13; 

Mark 1:12-13). 

It seems that the devil watches out for those high moments 

of peopleôs lives to try to bring them down. The prophet 

Elijah had such an experience when he fought against the 

prophets of Baal and defeated them (1Kgs 18:17-40).  

After showing such courage and faith, he was threatened 

by the wicked Jezebel and had to run for his life  

(1Kgs 19:1-3). In our first reading today from Genesis, 

Adam and Eve were tempted. God created the human  

person to have dominion over other creatures. He placed 

Adam and Eve in a garden full of bliss and happiness. 

And then came along the devil to tempt them. Unlike  

Adam and Eve, Jesus was vigilant and so was not enticed 

by the devilôs tricks. He noticed the subtle tricks the devil 

was using to tempt him and he did not fall into the  

temptation. Jesus did not allow what appeared pleasant 

and harmless externally but harmful internally to lead him 

away from God and His mission. ñBe off, Satan!ò Jesus 

said. Those same words He used against Peter when Peter 

tried to persuade Him not to follow the way of the cross 

(Matthew 16:23).  The temptations of Jesus were most 

probably not physical but rather spiritual. It is obvious that 

there is no mountain that is so high from where one can 

see the whole of the world at once! Jesus used Godôs 

words to counter the devilôs tricks and so was able to  

conquer the evil one. It was His love and trust for God that 

made the devil powerless before Jesus.   

We must be watchful and vigilant like Jesus so as not to 

fall away. We must cultivate that love and trust in God 

that will render the devil powerless before us too. Jesusô 

temptations did not end with the desert experience. It  

continued all through his ministry. We need to be aware of 

this so that we do not think there is a point that we are  

beyond temptations. The journey of faith is a constant 

struggle. Christ who had passed through this will help us 

to be faithful if we turn to him. As the second reading  

reminds us, by the obedience of Christ, we have been 

made righteous (Romans 5:19). Have a blessed and  

fruitful Lenten season!!
